Washington’s State Publications Depository Program
Description
Washington’s State Publications Depository Program ensures permanent preservation and public access to state government publications, regardless of a publication’s format (RCW 40.06).  Public access is provided in two ways.  The State Library will send print copies to depository libraries across the state.  Electronic copies will be made available through the State Library’s website.

What Do Agencies Need to Do?
This law requires state agencies to provide the state library with copies of published information that are “state publications” as follows:

· For publications available in print only, agencies must provide the library with at least two copies, but are encouraged to deposit additional copies for broader public access (15 copies for full depository libraries; 50 copies for all depository libraries).

· For publications available only in electronic format, agencies are required to deposit one copy with the state library.

· For publications available in both formats, agencies must provide the minimum two hard copies and one electronic copy.

· For publications available in both formats, agencies must provide the minimum two hard copies and one electronic copy.

· Annually, state agencies are required to provide the library with a listing of all its publications made avai8lable to state government and the public during the preceding year.

· Publications produced by the state printer can be sent directly from the printer to the library.

How agencies can submit copies of publications to the program

There are three ways to submit your publications to the state library:


1.  Send them via campus mail to Washington State Library, Attn. State Documents, Mail Stop 42460.


2.  Send them by regular mail to Washington State Library, Attn. State Documents, PO Box 2460, Olympia, WA  98504-2460

3.  Documents that are only electronic can be sent to epubstate@secstate.wa.gov.  Send the URL if it is only in html format.

Currently, Electronic Publications are being saved to a server at the State Library and linked to in the catalog which allows access, but does not preserve them.  In the future, these publications will be sent to the Digital Archives in Cheney, WA where the original file is preserved, the presentation version is backed up and presented on Web, the preservation copy is stored in XML, and redundant backups at every stage.
